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Sketch a bean-face in the top half of the page. Draw
two round eyes inside this. Add a tiny, pointed beak at
the bottom of the bean shape.

Dot a mask shape around the eyes. Shade the pupils,
leaving a white dot. Draw the body and little wings.
Sketch two, short legs ending in claws.

Shade a dark, oval hole around the owl. Start to draw
short lines for feathers — make them darkest around
the beak. Begin outlining the bark.

For head feathers, draw groups of lines pointing from
the owl’s eyes towards the edge of the face.
Crosshatch the bark around the hole.

Finish shading the owl’s body. Scribble lines for
ruffled feathers, curving them down to the legs. Add
more bark lines. Shade the claws.
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
